Share definitions of biodiversity with students and ask them to rank
them. Then create a class definition of biodiversity.

Using images show the different ‘products’ traded by Ghana:

+ chocolate and cocoa

« coffee

*» hardwood products

« cotton clothing

Pupils are asked to express their views by moving around the
classroom either create a ‘horseshoe line up’ or place the cards onto
the worksheet.
